Convert cared .obj to milkshape3d ascii .txt

-Cared 


-Milkshape3d 1.70 or higher


-Ultraédit or another text program can make collumn and replace words 





Part 1





Open test.txt with Ultraédit. 


Open cala.obj with Ultraédit and you view the file Cala.jpg.





Copy this blue section into the test.txt under this line //paste under this line the blue section and delete Verts (don't forget to delete Verts).





Ok now we have the vertices search E- in the test.txt file and delete all you founds (for each groups/meshes you add) .





Now active the Collumn mode and add collumns (copy paste) with this numbers  0.000000 0.000000 -1 in front of each lines beginnings by Point view the file Cala collumns.jpg.





Replace all Point by 0.





Part 2





Disable the Collumn mode select and copy the lines Faces 64 to Face 32 38 35 into the test.txt under this line //paste under this line the blue section (Faces 64 to Face 32 38 85)and delete Faces (don't forget to delete Faces).





Now re-enable the  Collumn mode and add collumns (copy paste) with this numbers 0 0 0 0 in front of each lines beginnings by Face view the file Cala Face.jpg.





Replace all Face by 0.





Delete this lines:


//paste under this line the blue section and delete Verts


//paste under this line the blue section and delete Faces





Save the test.txt file.





Run Milkshape 3d 1.70 import the ASCII file check only Meshes uncheck the others and click Ok.





And you view this file Milk.jpg





Corrected the vertices selects it and move in the z axis (it's a bug of the coordinate E- Part 1)





Now you can import the carmageddon2 cars entirely (it's a hard but possible) into milkshape 3d (view Cala ascii.txt not finished and bugged and another version not bugged) with this tutorial .
